Intermodal Award 2010 

EIA is pleased to announce the Winner of the Intermodal Award 2010: 

 

FrieslandCampina Hellas 

 

The Jury, made up of high-level representatives from the EU Commission, EU Parliament and 
various professional transport Associations, decided to attribute the Intermodal Award 2010 
to FrieslandCampina Hellas for its intermodal system NOYNOY ON BOARD!  The trophy was 
handed over during the Intermodal Europe event in Amsterdam, on 1 December. 

It was ten years ago that the Greek subsidiary of Royal FrieslandCampina first recognised 
intermodal transport of chilled products as a potential key enabler of its  Inbound reefer 
Supply Chain. In September 2009, in association with P&O Ferrymasters, FrieslandCampina 
Hellas bridged the gap between its affiliate plants in Germany and Holland and its Distribution 
Centres in Greece by means of an Intermodal System. The system uses 45’ pallet-wide reefer 
containers. Goods are taken by road from the factories (Kalkar/Germany, Tilburg/Holland) to 
the railway station in Muizen/Belgium, by train to Brindisi/Italy, by ferry boat to 
Patras/Greece and finally by road to FrieslandCampina Hellas Distribution Centres in 
Aspropyrgos, Patras and Thessaloniki, all in just six days and using GPS to ensure temperatures 
remain constant. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Apart from a significant contribution towards environmentally-friendly transportation (2.7 
tons CO2 instead 5.7 tons compared to road-only), the system also acts as a catalyser on 
supply chain cost structures. Intermodal transport hedges the cost and sourcing capacity risks 
against oil price and export volatility, a very important factor for family products that have 
very short supermarket shelf lives and must be competitively priced yet offer impeccable 
quality. 

Other well-marked candidates were Comunidad de Madrid (‘Madrid Transport interchange 
Plan’); Europe Container Terminals (‘European Gateway Services’); SCF Group (‘Polymer side-
door containers’) and Wascosa AG (‘Flex Freight System’). The EIA will use the winning 
candidates as best practices examples vis-à-vis the EU authorities, while in due course 
including them in the European Compendium for Freight Transport & Logistics Best Practices 
and publications such as the Intermodal Yearbook, already a best seller with the authorities 
and market players. EIA is now open to suggestion for candidates for the Intermodal Award

WASCOSA and ExTe develop a further body for the WASCOSA flex 
freight system® to transport timbers 

 
In cooperation with ExTe, the European market leader for transport locks in timber 
transport, WASCOSA has extended the range of bodies for the WASCOSA flex freight 
systems® to include a Type R body. The 20‘ swap body can be removed, exchanged, 
transported load or unload and can also be used for transportation by truck. The 
WASCOSA’s system with the R body opens up new logistical possibilities for loading not 
just in pieces but now also in complete packages.  

Unlike similar systems, the R body can be loaded and apart from European rail 
transport can also be used with no problems in road transport. The system is based on 
two elements; the basic element is a fully fledged 60‘ container car that can be used at 
any time without restrictions for intermodal transport. The container cars have special, 
additional fastening possibilities for the various types of bodies, which form the second 
element of the WASCOSA flex freight system. The removable, exchangeable and 

stackable bodies have been designed for a wide variety of freight. Depending on the 
intended use and seasonal fluctuations in the freight to be transported, the basic unit 
can therefore be equipped according to a modular principle.  

 

Opening of the BERTSCHI Plastics-Hub in Middlesbrough (UK) 

The bulk chemical logistics company BERTSCHI AG sets focus on a multifunctional Hub 
Concept for the distribution of overseas’ plastics. Because of the low-cost of raw 
materials and production in various Middle Eastern countries, the import of polyolefins 
from overseas is increasing. The containerised goods arrive at the port of Antwerp or 
Felixstowe and then travel on feeder ships to Teesport. From there the 20-ft-
containers (specially lined and filled with bulk granulates) and the 40-ft-containers 
(filled with bags on pallets) are transported by truck to the nearby BERTSCHI Plastics-
Hub in Middlesbrough and are stored at the new bonded warehouse. 

The newly developed additional site of 60’000m2 is an extension of the existing 
terminal in Middlesbrough, which was opened in 2003.  The Plastics-Hub was 
constructed within a short time span after the signing of a long term cooperation 
contract with the Saudi Arabian concern SABIC. SABIC is one of the market leaders in 
plastics production e.g. of PE and PP and already uses a wide network of logistic hubs 
throughout Europe. The new Plastics-Hub is also available to third parties. 
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INFORM GmbH achieves Microsoft Gold Partner status to guarantee 

technical reliability 

INFORM GmbH, a developer of supply chain planning software, has become a Microsoft 
Gold Certified Partner.

TFG Transfracht improves connections between commercial centres 
and seaports 

As the market leader in seaport hinterland transport TFG Transfracht connects the 
German seaports Hamburg and Bremerhaven to the hinterland in Germany, Austria 
and Switzerland on a daily basis. With more than 15,000 connections per year and 
over 20 terminals TFG’s AlbatrosExpress railway system is the most close-knit 
system in European seaport hinterland transport. 

Beginning 1 January 2011 a new production system will be introduced which is able 
to transport more containers more quickly via rail. The goal of this new system is to 
increase the proportion of shuttle trains to offer an even denser network between 
the big commercial centres and the German seaports. Further, a combination of 
daytime and overnight connections allows for more departures each day for the 
most important connections.  

A higher potential for performance as well as a differentiation in prices between 
different products enable the customer to a more flexible booking process and a 
quicker reception of their containers at the desired destination. TFG’s business 
model also includes the ‘last mile’ transport from the terminal to the first shipper and 
therefore provides the customer with consistent combined transport, door-to-door. 

TFG Transfracht, a subsidiary of the DB Mobility Logistics AG and the Hamburger Hafen und 
Logistik AG, was founded in 1969 and has been an active operator in combined transport 
via road and rail ever since. 
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Port Authority Antwerp invests 1.6 billion € 

The board of directors of Antwerp Port Authority has approved the long-term financial plan 
(2011-2025), representing an amount of 1.6 billion euros. The long-term plan was presented 
to the board of directors by port alderman Marc Van Peel and CEO Eddy Bruyninckx. This 
plan provides for new roads, additional tram and light rail projects, footpaths, initiatives to 
promote barge and rail transport and more besides, all aimed at improving mobility, road 
safety and quality of life.  

Keeping Antwerp competitive as the second-largest port in Europe is given substance by the 
Total Plan and further put into practice by this long-term programme, with the annual 
amount of investment being doubled in comparison with previous years. Over the next 15 
years the Port Authority will invest 1.6 billion euros in: 

 Expansion of the port (development of the Verrebroek dock, the Saeftinghe 
Development Area, the Port of Antwerp International investment policy) 

 Port facilities (construction of a second lock on the left bank, maintenance of 
roads and bridges, modifications to the Canal dock, modifications to the 
Waasland canal, cleaning up of the dock bottoms 

 Equipment (purchase of a new suction dredging barge, purchase of new 
tugboats, purchase of dumb barges and a pusher barge, dock-mounted cranes 
and mobile cranes) 

 Buildings (new Port House and renovation of the administrative buildings, new 
AWN workshop) 

Additional expenditure is planned for purchase of land from General Motors (GM) and 
financial contributions to the Oosterweel project and the Port of Antwerp Stadium.  

 

Ports of Amsterdam and Antwerp to introduce the Environmental Ship 

Index (ESI) 

In January 2011 the ports of Amsterdam and Antwerp will introduce the Environmental Ship 
Index (ESI) that was launched on 2 November under the auspices of the International 
Association of Ports and Harbours (IAPH).  

The ESI is a certificate that will be awarded by the World Port Climate Initiative, at the 
request of the ship, from 1 January 2011 onwards. The ESI has been designed by the ports of 
Le Havre, Bremen, Hamburg, Antwerp, Amsterdam and Rotterdam. The index shows the 
environmental performance of ships in terms of the emission of air pollutants (NOx and SOx) 
and CO2. Ports and other nautical service providers throughout the world can use the index 
to reward ships and, in this way, encourage sustainable behaviour in the shipping industry.  
ESI was developed over the last two years for use by ports and other nautical service 
providers to reward ships for their clean behaviour in contributing towards sustainable port 
development. 

Ship-owners can calculate their ESI score on the site www.environmentalshipindex.org. To 
award the certificate, the ESI identifies seagoing vessels that perform better in reducing 
emissions than required by the current emission standards set by the International Maritime 
organisation (IMO).                                 
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Memorandum of Understanding signed by EIA and ERF, 6 
October, Brussels, Belgiums 

On October 6th, at the headquarters of the European Intermodal Association in Brussels 
a Memorandum of Understanding has been signed between EIA, in the person of the 
Secretary General Klaus Ebeling, and European Union Road Federation,  with its 
Director General Christophe Nicodème. 

By signing this MoU the parties to the agreement commit themselves to contribute to a 
sustainable transport system by establishing and strengthening the relationship 
between the organizations and their members. The focus of their attention is directed 
on the improvement of the interoperability between transport modes between the 
countries aiming at contributing to the creation of efficient, sustainable and intelligent 
logistic supply chains from origin to destination.  

The European Union Road Federation (ERF) is a non-profit association based in Brussels, 
which coordinates the views of Europe’s road sector and acts as a platform for dialogue 
and research on mobility issues. ERF Members represent a wide cross-section of the 
major stakeholders active in the construction, equipment and operation of Europe’s 

road network and the membership is open to national road associations, industry 
associations and individual organisations.

EFIP Inland Ports Regatta “Meet and greet your inland port”, opening 

event, 6 October, Brussels, Belgium 

A reception hosted by MEPs Frieda Brepoels, Isabelle Durant, Saïd el Khadraoui, Mathieu 
Grosch and Dirk Sterckx at the European Parliament in Brussels on October 6th has marked 
the start of the Inland Port Regatta “Meet and Greet your Inland Port”, organized by the 
European federation of Inland Ports (EFIP). 

Vice President Kallas has highlighted for his part the growing necessity for EU policy to be 
more proactive in supporting this outstanding resource in the field of European transport. A 
new Green Paper on Transport will be released by European Commission in the next years 
and this document will certainly contain new strategies, considering inland ports as 
fundamental assets in promoting a sustainable transport system. 

On the other hand, Flemish Minister Crevits has stressed the importance for all the subjects 
concerned to collaborate and to exploit every opportunity to build an effective network of 
inland ports both at regional and European level. Klaus Ebeling, Peter Wolters and Andrea 
Grisilla from EIA were invited to participate in the event. 

 Complementarities of Rail and Road, 9 November, Brussels, Belgium 
 

The intense discussions on the forthcoming White Paper on the Future of Transport show 
that Europe is indeed moving towards a more integrated European Transport System. 
Intermodality and co-modality are the words of the moment. In this context, MPE organised 
on 9th November 2010a Dinner-Debate in the European Parliament Members’ Restaurant 
attracting around 70 participants.  

The main subject on debate was the importance of discussing both rail and road transport in 
order to find a combination of both modes to face the challenges of today,  and it has been 
examined by Ari Vatanen, MPE President and Brian Simpson, MEP and Chairman of the 
European Parliament Transport and Tourism Committee. Along with the presentation of two 
case studies, Pawel Stelmaszczyk, DG MOVE, Head of Unit Logistics, Co-modality, Motorways 
of the Sea & Marco Polo, explained the Commission‘s current work on the upcoming 
publication of the White Paper. EIA was represented in this event by Andrea Grisilla. 

 

TOC Americas, 9-11 November, Rio de Janeiro, Brazil 

The 11th TOC Americas conference provided delegates with the latest outlook for Brazil and 
its role in regional maritime container trade and logistics, including risks and opportunities 
for public and private investment to deliver more efficient and cost-effective port and inland 
transport services.  

Beyond Brazil, special plenary panels on the opening day aired views from shippers, 
logisticians and carriers on regional maritime supply chains in the wake of the crisis.  On the 
second day, the conference looked in depth at the development landscape for marine 
terminals, with supply-demand analysis, project case studies and views from some of the 
major global and regional players active in the region.

Association of Port Terminals, European Intermodal Association and many others.  

EIA Deputy Secretary General Peter Wolters was invited to the event as a key notespeaker in 
the sessionThe European perspective’. Additionally, the EIA Intermodal Yearbook was handed 
over to all speakers, which was welcomed especially from the market side in need of EU port-
hinterland strategies, infrastructure policy issues etc. Conclusion of the Enable event was that 
Brazil needs technical innovations, partnerships and funds.

Future of Transport, 11 November, Brussels, Belgium 
 

The European Parliament group of “The Greens/European Free Alliance” has organized at the European Parliament on 
November 11th a study day “Future of Transport: Reinventing the Wheel or Reinventing the Policy?”.   

The need of a more sustainable mobility was the topic of the speeches from Fabian Küster of European Cyclists’ 
Federation and from Steve Newsome of Transport of London. Whereas EIA member SNCF has presented a new railway 
stations model where all modes and services can be present in the same physical space, Deutsche Bahn has stressed the 
importance of giving people the possibility to obtain the more varied number of information and to buy the higher 
quantity of transport services as possible directly from home vie DB website.  

Sandro Santamato brought the view of the European Commission in a moment that sees the preparation of next White 
Paper on Transport that should include a redesign of the transport system based on: the intermodality, the need to use 
existing infrastructures better, the change in pricing/taxing system. The conclusions were drawn by Isabelle Durant, 
Vice-President of the European Parliament. Andrea Grisilla of EIA was invited to attend the event. 

 Clean Urban Transport, 16-17 November 2010, Brussels, Belgium 

On 16-17 November 2010, the European Commission and the Belgian Presidency hosted a conference on urban freight 
transport and logistics in Brussels. The conference brought together high-level representatives from the European 
institutions and from key stakeholder associations to debate on sustainable solutions to urban freight in Europe's 
cities. 

This event was foreseen in Action 19 (urban freight transport) of the Action Plan on Urban Mobility, as adopted by the 
European Commission on 30 September 2009, and fell within the framework of the programme of the Belgian 
Presidency to promote innovative and sustainable transport solutions for Europe. The conference continued with six 
workshops on different aspects of urban logistics, from the connection between cities and the hinterland to the last 
mile delivery to the use of clean vehicles for the urban freight transport. The closing remarks were given by Zoltan 
Kazatsay, from DG Move.

New Solutions for EU Ports and Road Congestion, 25 November 2010, 

Brussels, Belgium 
 

TIGER, an EU-funded project under the FP7 programme, presented initial steps in its 1st 
Annual Event in Brussels on 25th November. The conference was officially opened by Mr. Dirk 
Van Vreckem, Advisor to the Deputy Director General of the European Commission DG 
MOVE. In its 1st Annual Event, TIGER marked an important milestone by presenting the 
results of the maritime market assessment potential, which focused on the 2015/2020 CTS 
traffic projections.                                                                                                          

These projections stand to indicate that maritime CTS traffic in European ports is recovering 
faster than anticipated and that congestion is likely to affect traffic fluidity on our Continent.  
In particular, rail freight has the ability to move CTS in an industrial way and is therefore set 
to contribute with a much higher productivity increase. This can be achieved via regular 
shuttle trains to the hinterland dry ports or mega hubs. Peter Wolters and Andrea Grisilla 
were invited to attend the event.  

 Mobility Management and Intermodality for a Better Transport Future, 

29 November, Brussels, Belgium 

Mobility Management and Intermodality for a Better Transport Future, a stakeholder 
dialogue, was organised by The European Platform on Mobility Management (EPOMM) and 
the European Forum on Intermodal Passenger Transport (LINK) on 29 November, at the 
European Parliament. 

This event presented an opportunity to learn more about EPOMM and LINK and to join in an 
exchange of views on how mobility management and intermodality can best be taken into 
account in European transport policy over the coming decade. 

 
“Leaders in rail” conference, 28 -30 November 2010, Abu Dhabi, United 

Arab Emirates 

The Secretary General Klaus Ebeling was invited to report on the “Intermodal Aspects and 
Needs of a Railway in a Sustainable Transport System”. The conference organised by “Leaders 
in Rail” at the occasion of an exhibition “Roadex-Railex 2010”  under the title Keeping the 
Middle East on the move in Abu Dhabi gave an interesting view on the breathtaking 
development of the United Arab Emirates, particularly Dubai and Abu Dhabi.  

These places are not only astonishing for their architectural achievements, but also by their 
clear strategy to become an important transport turntable: the biggest airports in the world 
are under construction (in 2010 Dubai will have a capacity of 80 million passengers per year ; 
25% more than Frankfurt); the same concerns metros and railways and – very consequently – 
intermodality is considered in these plans to the system more efficient.  

Participants of the event had also access to the Roadex-Railex exhibition where they could 
view the latest products and services from over 100 local, regional and international 
manufacturers and suppliers. EIA Secretary General held a speech “Assessing the intermodal 
aspects and needs of a railway in a sustainable transport system”.

Greening Logistics and the Role of Railways – Committee of Regions,  
6 December, Brussels, Belgium 

The Resource Efficiency Alliance in partnership with the European Committee of Regions   
with the support of the French Ministry of the Ecology and Transport organised a workshop 
on “Greening Logistics and the Role of Railways – Eco Innovation & Multi-stakeholder 
Approaches for Intermodality” 

The workshop focused on the value chain of the logistics sector and spurred cooperation on 
the basis of voluntary “bottom-up” approaches. Participants reviewed progress made and 
action needed in terms of system eco-innovation addressing resource and the supply chain.  

A great deal of time and money has been focused on rail in Europe and more is planned, but 
only a small amount of money and time has been dedicated to the rail freight reliability 
issues. In the future, if a fraction of these resources will be used to address the transit time 
reliability issue, there would be a significant increase in service quality and Rail market share. 

EIA Deputy Secretary General, Peter Wolters attended the conference as one of the official 
speakers.  

 

 

The 7th World Conference on High Speed Rail, 7-9 December, Beijing, 
China 

The 7th World Congress on High Speed Rail, hosted by the International Union of Railways 
(UIC) and the Ministry of Railways of the People’s Republic of China, and organised by EIA’s 
member CRCT and China Academy of Railway Sciences, took place from 7-9 December at the 
Chinese National Convention Centre in Beijing, under the theme “High Speed Rail 
Spearheading Greener Transport”. The event brought together high-level officials from 
international railway organizations and railway authorities from different countries, senior 
management of global railway giants and high-speed railway experts.  

The congress was structured around Round Table Discussions, with topics such as High Speed 
Rail towards the Future and High Speed Rail Innovations and around Parallel Sessions, with 
topics such as High Speed Rail and Socio-economic Development, High Speed Rail and 
Resource-saving and High Speed Rail Network Planning.
